THE ORDER FOR THE SERVICE OF THE LAQAN ON THE ELEVENTH DAY OF THE MONTH OF TOBI WHICH IS THE FEAST OF THEOPHANY

After the conclusion of the Offering of the Evening Incense, they start by performing a veneration in front of the Icon of St. John the Baptist. Meanwhile, the Lakane (the basin) is cleaned thoroughly, then filled with potable water. After concluding the veneration, the priests, the deacons and the singers move to the place of the Lakane, with lit candles, to begin the midnight praise as follows: “Arise 0 children of the Light” is sung, the first two verses according to their known tune, then the rest are recited without tune. Then the praise is sung over the water in the custom of the major feasts of the Lord. After the conclusion of the Theotokia of the day on which the feast falls, and the Long Absolution of the Priests, they head towards the Sanctuary, to bring the high priest, dressed in his priestly vestments. Accompanying him by hymns, and lit candles, they return to start the prayers in this manner.

NOW in those days John the Baptist came, preaching in the desert of Judea, 2 and saying, “Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at hand.’  

3 For this is he who was spoken of through Isaias the prophet, when he said, “The voice of one crying in the desert, ‘Make ready the way of the Lord, make straight his paths.”

4 But John himself had a garment of camel’s hair and a leathern girdle about his loins, and his food was locusts and wild honey. 

5 Then there went out to him Jerusalem, and all Judea, and all the region about the Jordan; 6 and they were baptized by him in the Jordan, confessing their sins.

7 But when he saw many of the Pharisees and Sadducees coming to his baptism, he said to them, “Brood of vipers! who has shown you how to flee from the wrath to come? 

8 Bring forth therefore fruit befitting repentance, 9 and do not think to say within yourselves; ‘We have Abraham for our father for I say to you that God is able out of these stones to raise up chil​dren to Abraham.
