May their holy blessings be with us. Amen.

Then the priest returns and stands before the door of the sanctuary and censes three times to the East to( saying inaudibly the Prayer of the Confession of the people, You, 0 God, who accepted the confession of the thief  Then the priest hands the censee to the deacon and makes a prostration to God. After the reading of the Acts, the Synaxarion is read.
