On the completion of the Psalms of David the Prophet, the priests put on their service vestments and light the candles.
The elder priest uncovers his head and starts by praying Psalm 151 in Coptic and Arabic/English while looking toward the east and saying "Alleluia".
PSALM  151

I am the youngest: among my brethren and a youth in my father's house.
I was a shepherd over my father's flock: my hands made an organ: and my fingers fashioned a psaltery: Alleluia.

Who will declare it to my master: It is the Lord: Who hears to them that plea unto Him.

He Is the One: Who sent: His angel: Who took me: from my father's sheep: and anointed me, with the oil of His ointment: Alleluia.
My brothers are handsome and greater than me: and the Lord delighted not in them.
I went out to meet the Palestinian: so he cursed me by his idols.

But I withdrew his sword that was in his hand: and beheaded him: and removed the reproach from the Israelites: Alleluia.
While the psalm is read in Arabic/;English, the Book of Psalms is then wrapped in a white linen cloth, carried by the elder priest at the altar door with the candles lit. Then at the completion of it, the priests along with the deacons spray: "Let us thank our Lord the Christ.." while circuiting the church.

Through the prayers of David, the Psalmist, grants us, O Lord, the forgiveness of our sins.

Through the intercessions of the holy Theotokos  Mary, O Lord, grant us the forgiveness of our sins.

Through the intercession of all the ranks of angels, grant us, O Lord, the forgiveness of our sins.

Blessed are You, O Lord, with Your Good Father and the Holy Spirit, for You were crucified and saved us.

At the conclusion of the hymn, they start reading the praises. The priests then sit in two rows, likewise the deacons, and in their midst, the candles are lit. Then the elder priest starts the praise of Moses the Prophet in Coptic then Arabic/English.

THE  SECOND PRAISE OF MOSES

Deuteronomy 32 : 1-43

التسبحة الثانية لموسى النبي

(من سفر التثنية إصحاح 32: 1-43)

Give ear, O you heavens, and I will speak; and hear, O earth, the words of my mouth. My doctrine shall drop as the rain, my speech shall distil as the dew, as the small rain upon the tender herb, and as the showers upon the grass: because I will publish the name of the LORD: ascribe your greatness unto our God. He is the Rock, His work is perfect: for all His ways are judgment: a God of truth and without iniquity just and right is He. They have corrupted themselves, their spot is not the spot of his children: they are a perverse and crooked generation.
Do you thus requite the LORD, O foolish people and unwise? Is not He Your father that has bought you? Has He not made you, and established you?
Remember the days of old, consider the years of many generations: ask your father, and he will show you; your elders, and they will tell you.

When the most High divided to the nations their inheritance, when He separated the sons of Adam, He set the bounds of the people according to the number of the children of Israel. For the LORD'S portion is His people; Jacob is the lot of His inheritance. He found him in a desert land and in the waste howling wilderness; He led him about, He instructed him, He kept him as the apple of His eye.

As an eagle stirs up her nest, flutters over her young, spreads abroad her wings; takes them, bears them on her wings: So the LORD alone did lead him, and there was no strange god with him.

He made him ride on the high places of the earth, that he might eat the increase of the fields; and He made him to suck honey out of the rock, and oil out of the flinty rock; Butter of kine, and milk of sheep with fat of lambs, and rams of the breed of Bashan, and goats, with the fat of kidneys of-wheat and you did drink the pure blood of the grape.
But Jeshurn waxed fat, and kicked: you are waxen fat, you are grown thick, you are Covered with fatness; then the forsook God who made him, and lightly esteemed the Rock of his salvation.

They provoked him to jealously with strange gods, with abominations provoked him to anger.

They sacrificed unto devils, not to God; to gods whom they knew not, to new gods that came newly up, whom your fathers feared not.
Of the Rock that begotten you, you are unmindful, and have forgotten God that formed you.

And when the LORD saw it, He abhorred them, because of the provoking of his sons and of his daughters.

And He said, I will hide my face from them, I will see what their end shall be: for they are a very forward (disobedient) generation, children in whom is no faith.

They have moved me to jealousy with that which is not God; they have provoked me to anger with their vanities: and I will move them to jealousy with those which are not a people; I will provoke them to anger-with a foolish nation.

For a fire is kindled in mine anger, and shall burn unto the lowest hell, and shall consume the earth with her increase, and set on fire the foundations of the mountains.
I will heap mischief upon them; I will spend mine arrows upon them.

They shall be burnt with hunger, and devoured with burning heat, and with bitter destruction: I will also send the teeth of beasts upon them, with the poison of serpents of the dust.
The sword shall destroy outside, and terror within, shall destroy both the young man and the virgin the suckling also with the man of gray hairs I said, I would scatter them into corners, I would make the remembrance of them to cease from among men.
Were it not than I feared he wrath of the enemy, lest their adversaries should behave themselves strangely, and lest they should say, Our hand is high, and the LORD has not done all this.
For they are a nation void of counsel, neither is there any understanding in them. O that they were wise, that they understood this, that they would consider their latter end!
How should one chase a thousand, and two put ten thousand to flight, except their Rock had sold them, and the LORD had shut them up?

For their rock is not as our Rock, even our enemies themselves being judges.

For their vine is of the vine of Sodom, and of the fields of Gomorrah: their grapes are grapes of gall, their clusters are bitter: their wine is the poison of dragons, and the cruel venom of asps.

Is not this laid up in store with me, an, sealed up among my treasures?

To me belongs vengeance, and recompense; their foot shall slide in due time: for the day of their calamity is at hand, and the things that shall come upon them make haste.

For the LORD shall judge his people, and repent himself for his servants, when He sees that their power is gone, and there is none shut up, or left.

And he shall say, where are their gods, their rock in whom they trusted, which did eat the fat of their sacrifices, and drank the wine of their drink offerings? Let them rise up and help you, and be your protection.
See now that I, even I, am he, and there is no god with me: I kill, and I make alive; I wound, and I heal: neither is there any that can deliver out of my hand.

For I lift up my hand to heaven, and say, I live for ever.

If I whet my glittering sword, and mine hand take hold on judgment; I will render vengeance to mine enemies, and will reward them that hate me.
I will make mine arrows drunk with blood, and my sword shall devour flesh; and that with the blood of the slain and of the captives, from the beginning of revenge's upon the enemy.
Rejoice, O you nations, with his people: for He will avenge the blood of his servants, and will render vengeance to his adversaries and will be merciful unto his land, and to his people.

(Mother of Samuel)
1 Samuel 2:1-10

(1 صم إصحاح 2:1-10)
My heart rejoice in the LORD , my horn is exalted in the LORD: my mouth is enlarged over my enemies; because I rejoice in Your salvation. There is none holy as the LORD: for there is none beside You: neither is there any rock like our God.
Talk no more so exceeding, proudly; let not arrogance come out of your mouth: for the LORD is a God of knowledge, and by Him actions are weighed.  He bows of the mighty men are broken, and, they that stumbled are girded with strength.  They that were full have hired out themselves for bread; and they that were hungry ceased: so that the barren has born seven; and she that has many children is waxed feeble.

Then an herald cried aloud, To you it is commanded; O people, nations, and languages, that at what time You hear the sound of the cornet, flute, harp, sackbut, psaltery, dulcimer, and all kinds of music, You fall down and worship the golden image that Nebuchadnezzar the king has set up. And who so falls not down and worships shall the same hour be cast into the midst of a burning fiery furnace.
Therefore at that time.  When all the people heard the sound of the cornet, flute, harp, sackbut, psaltery, and all kinds of music, all the people, the nations, and the languages, fell down and worshipped the golden image that Nebuchadnezzar the king had set up. Wherefore at that time certain Chaldeans came near, and accused the Jews.
They spoke and said to the king Nebuchadnezzar, O King, live for ever, You, O king, have made a decree, that every man that shall hear the sound of the cornet, flute, harp, sackbut, psaltery, and dulcimer, and all kinds of music, shall fall down and worship the golden image:
And whoso falls not down and worships, that he should be cast into: the midst of a burning fiery furnace.

There are certain Jews whom You have set over the affairs of the province of Babylon, Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego; these men, O king, have not regarded You: they serve not Your gods, not worship the golden image which you have set up.
Then Nebuchadnezzar in his rage and fury commanded to bring Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego. Then they brought these men before the king.

Nebuchadnezzar spoke and said unto them, Is it true, O Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, do not you serve my gods, nor worship the golden image which I have set up?
Now if you be ready that at what time you hear the sound of the cornet, flute, harp, sackbut, psaltery, and dulcimer, and all kinds of music, you fall down and worship the image which I have made; well: but If you worship not, you shall be cast the same hour into the midst of a burning fiery furnace; and who is that God that shall deliver you out of my hands?

Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, answered and said to the king, O Nebuchadnezzar, we are not careful to answer you in this matter.
If it be so, our God whom we serve is able to deliver us from the burning fiery furnace, and he will deliver us out of your hand, O King.

But if not,be it known unto you, O King, that we will not serve your gods, nor worship the golden image which you have set up.
Then was Nebuchadnezzar full of fury, and the form of his visage was changed against Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego: therefore he spoke, and commanded that they should heat the furnace seven times more than it was usually heated.
And he commanded the most mighty men that were in his army to bind Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, and to cast them into the burning fiery furnace.
Then these men were bound in their coats, their hoses, and their hats, and their other garments, and were cast into the midst of the burning fiery furnace.

Therefore because the king's commandment was urgent, and the furnace exceeding hot, the flame of the fire slew those men that took up Shadrach., Meshach, and Abednego. And these three men, Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, fell down bound into the midst of the burning fiery furnace, and walked in the midst of the flame, singing praise to God, and blessing the Lord.  And praise be to God forever. Amen.

For You are just in all that You have done to us, and all Your works are true and Your ways right, and all Your judgments are truth.
You have executed true judgments in all that You have brought upon us and upon Jerusalem, the holy city of our father, for in truth and justice You have brought all this upon us because of our sins.
For we have sinfully and lawlessly departed from You, and have sinned in all things and have not obeyed Your commandments; we have not observed them or done them, as You have commanded us that it might go well with us.
So all that You have brought upon us, and all that You have done to us, You have done in true judgments.
You have given us into the hands of lawless enemies, most hateful rebels, and to an unjust king, the most wicked in all the world.
And now we cannot open our mouths, shame and disgrace have befallen Your servants and worshippers.

For Your name's sake do not give us up utterly, and do not break Your covenant, and do not withdraw Your mercy from us, for the sake of Abraham Your beloved and for the sake of Isaac Your servant and Israel Your holy one, to whom You did promise to make their descendants as many as the stars of heaven and as the sand of the sea-shore.
For we, O Lord, have become fewer than any nation, and are brought low this day in all the world because of our sins.
And at this time there is no prince, or prophet, or leader, no burnt offering, or sacrifice, or oblation, or incense, no place to make an offering before You or to find mercy.

Yet with a contrite heart and a humble spirit may we be accepted, as thought it were with burnt offerings of rams and bull's, and with tens of thousands of fat lambs, such may our sacrifice be in Your sight this day; and may we wholly follow You, for there will be no shame for those who trust in You.
And now with all our heart we follow You, we fear You and seek Your face.

Do not put us to shame, but deal with us in Your forbearance and in Your abundant mercy.

Deliver us in accordance with Your marvelous works, and give glory to Your name, O Lord.

Let all who do harm to Your servants be put to shame; let them be disgraced and deprived of all power and dominion, and let their strength be broken.

Let them know that You are the Lord, and the only God, glorious over the whole world.
Now the king's servants who threw them in did not cease feeding the furnace fires with naphtha, pitch, tow, and brush. And the flame streamed out above the furnace forty nine cubits, and it broke through and burned those of the Chaldeans whom it caught about the furnace. But the angel of the Lord came down into the furnace to be with Azariah and his companions, and drove the fiery flame out of the furnace like a moist whistling wind, so that the fire did not touch them at all or hurt or trouble them.
Then the three as with one mouth, praised and glorified and blessed God in the furnace, saying:

Her parents were righteous, and had taught their daughter  according to the law of Moses. Joakim was very rich, and had a spacious garden adjoining his house; and the Jews used to come to him because he was the most honored of them all.
In that year two elders from the people were appointed as judges. Concerning them the Lord had said: "Iniquity came forth from Babylon, from elders who were judges, who were supposed to govern the people".  These men were frequently at Joakim's house, and all who had suits at law came to them.

When the people departed at noon, Susanna would go into her husband's garden to walk. The two elders used to see her every day, going in and walking about, and they began to desire her. And they perverted their minds and turned away their eyes from looking to Heaven or remembrance righteous judgments. Both were overwhelmed with passion for her, but they did not tell each other of their distress, for they were ashamed to disclose their lustful desire to possess her. And they watched eagerly, day after day, to see her.
They said to each other. Let us go home, for it is mealtime. And when they went out, they parted from each other. But turning back, they met again; and when each pressed the other for the reason, they confessed their lust. And then together they arranged for a time when they could find her alone.

Once, while they were watching for an opportune day, she went in as before with only two maids, and wished to bathe in the garden, for it was very hot. And no one was there except the two elders, who had hid themselves and were watching her. She said to her maids, "Bring me oil and ointments, and shut the garden doors so that I may bathe:, They did as she said, shut the garden doors, and went out by the side doors to bring what they had been commended: and they did not see the elders, because they were hidden.
When the maid's had gone out, the two elders rose and ran to her, and said: "Look, the garden doors are shut, no one sees us, and we are in love with you; so give your consent, and lie with us. If you refuse, we will testify against you that a young man was with you, and this was why you sent your maids away".

Susanna sighed deeply, and said, "I am hemmed in on every side. For if I do this thing, it is death for me; and if I do not, I shall not escape your hands. I choose not to do it and to fall into your hands, rather than to sin in the sight of the Lord".
Then Susanna cried out with a loud voice, and the two elders shouted against her. And one of them ran and opened the garden doors when the household servants heard the shouting in the garden, they rushed in at the side door to see what had happened to her. And when the elders told their tale, the servants were greatly ashamed, for nothing like this had ever been said about Susanna.
The next day, when the people gathered at the house of her husband Joakim the two elders came, full of their wicked plot to have Susanna put to death. They said before the people, "Send for Susanna, the daughter of Hilkiah, who is the wife of Joakim". So they sent for her. And she came, with her parents, her children, and all her kindred. Now Susanna was a woman of great refinement, and beautiful in appearance. As she was veiled, the wicked men ordered her to be unveiled, that they might feast upon her beauty. But her family and friends and all who saw her wept.
Then the two elders stood up in the midst of the people, and laid their hands upon her head. And she, weeping, looked up toward heaven, for her heart trusted in the Lord.  The elders said, "As we were walking in the garden alone, this woman came in with two maids, shut the garden doors, and dismissed he maids.
Then a young man, who had been hidden, came to her and lay with her. We were in a corner of the garden, and when we saw this wickedness we ran to them. We saw them embracing, but we could not hold the man, for he was too strong for us, and he opened the doors and dashed out.
So we seized this woman and asked her who the young man was, but she would not tell us. These things we testify.  The assembly believed them, because they were elders of the people and judges: and they condemned her to death.
Then Susanna cried out with a loud voice, and said, "O eternal God, Who does discern what is secret, who are aware of all things before they come to be, You know that these men have borne false witness against me. And now I am to die! Yet I have done none of the things that they have wickedly invented against me!".

The Lord heard her cry. And as she was being led away to be put to death. God aroused to the Holy Spirit of a young lad named Daniel; and he cried with a loud voice. " I am innocent of the blood of this woman".

All the people turned to him, and said, "What is this that you have said?" Taking his stand in the midst of them, he said, "Are you such fools, you sons of Israel? Have you condemned a daughter of Israel without examination and without learning the facts?
Return to the place of judgment. For these men have borne false witness against her." Then all the people returned in haste. And the elders said to him, :Come, sit among us and inform us, for God has given you that right". And Daniel said to them, "Separate them far from each other, and I will examine them".
When they were separated from each other, he summoned one of them and said to him, "You old relic of wicked days,  your sins have now come home, which you have committed in the past, pronouncing unjust judgments, condemning the innocent and letting the guilty go free, though the Lord said, "Do not put to death an innocent and righteous person".

Now then, if you really saw her, tell me thin: Under what tree did you see them being intimate with each other? "He answered, "Under a mastic tree:. And Daniel said, "Very well! You have lied against your own head, for the angel of God has received the sentence from God and will immediately cut you in two".
Then he put him aside, and commanded them to bring the other. And he said to him. "You offspring of Canaan and not of Judah, beauty has deceived you and lust has perverted your hear. This is how you both have been dealing with the daughters of Israel, and they were intimate with you through fear; but a daughter of Judah, would not endure your wickedness. Now then, tell me: Under what tree did you catch them being intimate with each other?" He answered," Under an evergreen oak." And Daniel said to him, "Very well! You also have lied against your own head, for the angel of God is waiting with his sword to saw you in two, that he may destroy you both".
Then all the assembly shouted loudly and blessed God, who saves those who hope in Him. And they rose against the two elders, for out of their own mouths, Daniel had convicted them of bearing false witness; and they did to their neighbor: acting in accordance with the law of moses, they put them to death.
Thus innocent blood was save that day.

And Hilkiah and his wife praised God for their daughter Susanna and so did joakim her husband and all her kindred, because nothing shameful was found in her.
And from that day onward Daniel had a great reputation among the people. And Praise be to God for ever. Amen.

Seek you the LORD while he may be found, call you upon him while he is near: Let the wicked forsake his way, and the unrighteous man his thoughts: and let him return unto the LORD, and he will have mercy upon him; and to our God, for he will abundantly pardon.
For my thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are your ways my ways, said the LORD. For you shall go out with joy, and be led forth with peace: the mountains and the hills shall break forth before you into singing, and all the trees of the field shall clap their hands.
Instead of the thorn shall come up the fir tree, and instead of the brier shall come up the myrtle tree: and it shall be to the LORD for a name, for an everlasting sign that shall not be cut off.

Let our labor's produce ascend to God every year as He advised us. Let us yield double the harvest as we drink from the Spring of Life when we establish ourselves in the Lord as the branches to the vine. So let us go forward and disobey not Who said: keep the new month so that you may celebrate in it the Sabbath of the Lord Your God. For the Lord's Sabath is not for man but for the Lord. That means, we should leave the old deeds and renew ourselves through new deeds. This matter which the Jews did not consider they become without a feast. Although, it was said: Make the fot consider they become without a feast.uld leave the old deeds and renew ourselves through new east unto the Lord our God, so that the evil may Passover from them. And we are certain now that this commandment is not a simple one. But it is like a complete work concerns God. For fulfilling the saying: Do not commit adultery, do not steal, do not bear false witness, with the rest of the commandments, is to us as an impenetrable bulwark to protect our souls and become glorified as it follows its straight path which is the crown of victory for the heavenly calling.
