1. A king in a castle  1-3

2. The break down of the kingdom 4-11

(5-10).  The Lord prepared for me an arch (the church) as a tower .  Then I agreed with the rest of humanity to oppose God (the tower of Babel) (11).

3. A father as a King  10-25

The whole world became wicked and only one person remained as a witness to God; therefore God appointed him a blessing for all the nations.  He made him a father for the believers.  The bosom of Abraham became as the bosom of heaven!   In each generation there is one who is found to be eligible to become a king and a father with his believing and open heart with love towards all people.

4. An obedient king! 21-27

A true king carries the charichtaristics of Christ, King of all Kings.  He who accepted unto Himself with His own wills the complete obedience to His Father.  He was also obedient to the Virgin His mother and Joseph the carpenter.

What are the feelings of a young man as Isaac, when he saw his elderly father asking to bind him and place him on the coal and slaying him as a sacrifice of obedience and love? Isaac as a king, obeyed his father; even in his marriage; therefore he attained the blessing of his father!

5. A struggling king! 25-36

Royalty in Abraham is fatherhood and in Isaac obedience and in Jacob it is strife!

When Jacob was deprived from his mother’s and father’s compassion and his brother Esau wanted to kill him; he escaped.  He struggled and contested with God and the people; then he saw the heavens opened and the angels ascending and descending with him.  The barren road and the fearful place were converted into a house for the Lord and a door to the heaven!

Struggling is a royal identity to him who whishes to see heaven and enjoy the friendship of the heavenly. 

6. A king over his inner depth 37-50

The story of Joseph, the son of Jacob; points out how a believer can reign.  He saw dreams affirming that he will reign and his father and brethren will submit to him.  But what occupied his thought was not having the royal promises fulfilled, but to practice them in his inner being.

He is a king with authority.  The hatred of his brothers can not hinder him from serving them with practical love.  He is a king, whom his lady could not destroy the chastity of his heart, his thought and his body.  He is a king, whom the prison could not seize his peace and his service towards the prisoners.  He is a king, whom the castle of Pharaoh could not corrupt his heart with pride; but will all love he said to his brothers: “ You have wished evil for me, but the Lord has done me good ”

 When Joseph reigned over his inner depth; he then became one who attained true royalty inside of him.  Pharaoh gave forth to him all matters of the kingdom and all his world surrounding him, came to him seeking from his abundance that is over flowing.
