1 Connolly says that there are a number of oriental document, known under the generic title of “Church
Orders” and bear a striking resemblance to one another.

a. The Egyptian Order: it was known to Western World in four versions, Coptic — Sahidic and
Beheric, Arabic and Ethiopian. He says that the Ap. Tr. of St Hip. Was accepted in Egypt as
an incorporated into the Eygtian collection of canon laq. It was translated into the various
vernaculars.

Later it was rewritten and adopted to new circumstances, but retained its
author’s name, i.e., “the Canons of Hyppolytus”

b. The Canons of Hippolytus, which exists in Arabic & Ethiopic versions.

c. The Apostolic Constitutions, a collection of 8 books, probably drawn by a Syrian writer in the
4™ century. The 8" book contains what is called the “Clementine Liturgy”.



It is based on the “Eg. Order”, as it was accepted in Syria in the 4™ century.

d. The Eptime, or the Constitutions of the Apostles. It is a Syrian document based on the former
one (book 8).

The testament of our Lord Jesus Christ. A Syrian apocryphal work, which was discovered by the Syrian
patriach Rathmani in 1899. This also, in his opinion, is based on the Egyptian Order.
